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It is said that people began to live in the area now called Asaka City about
30,000 years ago. The present municipal area was established in 1955 through
the merger of what was then Asaka Town and Uchimagi Village. Asaka City was
founded on March 15, 1967 as the 27th city in Saitama Prefecture

Located within the distance of 20 km from central Tokyo, Asaka City has
excellent transport networks, with the Tobu-Tojo Line and the JR Musashino
Line crisscrossing and the Kan-Etsu Expressway and the Tokyo Outer Ring
Expressway running nearby. Meanwhile, the city has continued to develop as
an area with a rich natural environment, preserving the appearance of the old
Musashino Uplands. Besides, with the mutual direct operation of the Tobu-
Tojo Line with the Tokyu Toyoko Line and the Tokyo Metro Fuku-Toshin Line
commencing in March 2013, Asaka City is expected further development.

Under such circumstances, population of Asaka City has continued to grow
steadily, exceeding 130,000 as of today. In the Asaka City Comprehensive
Promotion Plan, having the future image of the city expressed as like: “Asaka, a
city full of water and green where people feel at ease and fulfilled”. In accordance
with the plan, we will protect and nurture Asaka City, which our predecessors
have built up, and proactively implement various measures to further develop the
city.

This city handbook, “Asaka Roman,” introduces the city’s attractions and
places worth seeing mainly with photographs. We would be pleased if you deepen
your understanding and interest in Asaka City through the “Asaka Roman.”
