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Asaka City is located within 20 kilometers of central Tokyo to east of the Musashino Uplands

in the southern part of Saitama Prefecture. The city neighbors Nerima-ku, Tokyo to the south,
Shiki City to the north, Wako City to the east, and Niiza City to the west. It is also contiguous with
Saitama city and Toda city across the Arakawa River.

Measuring 18.34 square km, the municipal area extends about 6.3 km north to south and 4.6 km

east to west. Four rivers flow through the city: the Arakawa River, Shin-Gashi River, Kurome River,
and Koedo River.
